
All guests are subject to a security check and bag search prior to entry to 
the stadium.

Concessions will be open. Outside food and beverage will NOT be 
permitted.

Alcoholic beverages are strictly prohibited. Individuals that appear to be 
intoxicated or impaired may be refused entry.

Stay hydrated! Clear disposable individual bottles of water or sports 
drinks are allowed to be brought inside.

Reusable/refillable drink containers such as thermos, Yetis, Hydro Flasks, 
or souvenir cups are not allowed to be brought into the stadium. 

Tobacco- and marijuana-containing products including cigarettes, cigars, 
pipes, vaping pens, smokeless tobacco, gummies, water pipes, hookah, 
electronic cigarettes, or chewing tobacco are prohibited.

ADA recognized and trained service dogs are welcome into the facility. 
Staff is not allowed to ask or review any documentation. Staff will ask 
what task your service dog provides for your disability to determine if they 
meet the ADA criteria for a service dog. Comfort, therapy, or companion 
dogs are not recognized service dogs. Should any service dogs granted 
access exhibit behaviors such as barking, jumping, tugging on leash, or 
allowing people to interact with them while working may be asked to 
leave the facility.

Umbrellas and lawn chairs are not allowed in the facility. Stadium seats or 
cushions are permitted.

Blankets are allowed. Be prepared to shake out your blanket at the security 
check.

Weapons of any type are never allowed inside the facility. Off-duty or 
undercover law enforcement who are required to carry their weapons 
must identify themselves to security at the gate who will check credentials.

Lost-and-found is located at Guest Services behind home plate at the 
stadium. If you find anything or lost an item, please let us know at Guest 
Services. You can also call our main office at 520-724-5466 the following 
day to see if an item has been turned in.

Restrooms, including family designated with baby changing tables, are 
located throughout the stadium.

Concessions are available throughout the stadium. Both cash and credit 
cards are accepted. Please note that there are no ATMs located at the 
facility.

Stadium staff will be in their neon green staff shirts. Ask us anything; we 
are here to help!
